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Fellow residents of the Great Lakes basin and Coalition members,

As you review the work of Great Lakes United for 2005, I hope you
will join me in a toast to a year of influence and progress.  We are making
progress on water use, water quality, habitat protection and global partner-
ships.  Take pride!

In 2005 GLU played a pivotal role in bringing together voices from
eight states and two provinces to support large-scale water regulation
across the basin.  While the Annex Agreements to the Great Lakes Charter
are not as rigorous as many had hoped, reconciling divergent approaches
in ten different jurisdictions is an important step toward regional sustain-
ability.  This was made possible in part by Great Lakes United. 

With water quality increasingly on the public radar, GLU recognized
the need for wider public participation in formal processes intended to
manage the health of the Great Lakes.  We helped revitalize a basin-wide
network of allies working to reduce toxic releases through improved regu-
lation, green chemistry, and binational cooperation.  We helped encourage
up to 1000 citizens to attend IJC hearings on the shape of the review of the
Great Lakes Water Quality Agreement.  In close consultation with allies
across the region, GLU presented an overview of emerging chemical
threats to the Great Lakes at a two-day EPA Science Day focussed on
strategies to address brominated flame retardants, personal care products
and pharmaceuticals – all found to be accumulating in the tissues of peo-
ple living around the Great Lakes.  We also contributed to the Review of
the Canadian Environmental Protection Act – Canada's cornerstone toxi-
cs statute.  Although not highly visible to the public, these actions set a
solid foundation for wider public awareness and education campaigns.   

On the invasive species front, our coalition has successfully engaged
the public with a robust media campaign coinciding with the opening of
the St. Lawrence Seaway in March.  GLU’s long-time opposition to phys-
ical expansion of the Seaway has been validated in part by the Canadian
St. Lawrence Seaway Management Corporation’s assertion that physical
expansion “will not occur in this generation.”  Meanwhile, GLU continues
to support coalition members studying alternative transit options including
trans-shipment, or cargo transfer from ocean going vessels to ‘lakers’ at an
eastern, downstream port.  

We have worked closely with the Healing Our Waters (HOW) coali-
tion to draw Congressional attention to realize the Great Lakes Regional
Collaborative’s Action Plan.  President Bush struck the Collaborative of
stakeholders from across the eight Great Lakes states to determine US
restoration priorities and costs.  The game is up and the bill is in.  The
Great Lakes Collaboration Implementation Act (CLCIA; HR5100 and
S2545) calls for $20 billion to support the Collaborative plan.  Given the
scope of the current bill, GLU expects the various activities detailed in the

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bill to move forward independently.  
In Canada, federal attention to Great Lakes restoration was gaining

traction in late 2005 when Prime Minister Martin committed $1 billion to
finance restoration initiatives.  This was prior to an election call and the
rise of a new government.  

Throughout 2005 GLU recommended strong binational cooperation
and policy initiatives that reflect progress and priorities on both sides of the
border.

GLU continues to support global development efforts in what is
quickly becoming a water-short world.  As the Canadian partner for the
award winning River to River project, GLU is proud of our contributions
and is please to help expand the project from Niger to Mali.  We are com-
mitted to working with local residents to remove the invasive water
hyacinth, reduce the threat of malaria, and to create development opportu-
nities for local communities, particularly the women of rural Africa.  

In close, 2005 has been a year to be proud.  We have advocated from
within the environmental community and appealed to the wider public.
Our expertise has been brought to bear on legislation and regulation, and
we continue to be a leader in information resources on the Great Lakes
basin.  As our 2006 activities advance, I am excited to build on this progress
and eager to work toward new successes.

2005 P ROGRAM ACHIEVEMENTS

RESTORATION AND WATER DIVERSION

GLU Plays Pivotal Role in Diversion Agreement

After five years of negotiation, the governors and premiers of the
Great Lakes states and provinces signed the “Great Lakes Charter Annex
Agreements.”  These agreements would prevent most diversions of water
to outside of the Great Lakes basin and introduce substantially improved
rules for regulating the use of water within the basin.  Great Lakes states
also signed a similar “compact” agreement which would be enforceable in
US federal court.

The Annex Agreements represent an important step forward in recon-
ciling divergent approaches between American and Canadian legislators.
In July this tension risked derailing negotiations permanently.
Recognizing the importance of reaching an agreement on diversion, GLU
was determined to see the process through to a successful conclusion.  Our
unique role working with grassroots activists proved important in restoring
discussions.  GLU convened regional advocates in a constructive, bina-
tional dialogue rather than be sidetracked by nationalist fear mongering on
either side of the border.  The ability of GLU to find common ground was
a significant factor in the December 2005 signing of the annex implemen-
tation agreements.

Annex Agreements Await Legislation

Although the signing of the agreements was a precedent-setting
achievement, implementation will not take place until the states and
provinces pass them into law.  Similarly, the US “compact” agreement will
not be enforceable in federal court until approved by Congress.  These
approvals are expected to take at least two years, and will need a persistent
effort to keep them on the policy radar.

Crucial Year for Restoration

2005 was a landmark year in progress toward – though not yet actual
achievement of – substantial improvements in protections for the Great
Lakes ecosystem.

After more than a decade of citizen pressure for a comprehensive push
to fix toxic hot spots and the many other existing problems plaguing the
Great Lakes, a year-long collaboration of US entities has made a start. The
Great Lakes states, US federal agencies involved in protecting the lakes,
and the US basin Tribes, cities, and members of Congress convened to craft
a plan for a comprehensive solution to the lakes’ problems. The group,
known as the Great Lakes Regional Collaboration, produced a grand plan
and signed it with much fanfare in Chicago in December.  The final prod-
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uct won the endorsement of Healing Our Waters (HOW), a coalition of
fifty US groups working for restoration.  GLU is a member of HOW's
steering committee. As with the Annex Agreements, the signed plan is sim-
ply an agreement among regional executives. The US Congress will have
to approve the various programs proposed in the plan and in many cases
states will have to provide some amount of matching funds to implement
them. 

Providing Information to Restoration Legislators

GLU was called on by the New York State Coalition of Great Lakes
Legislators to provide fact-sheets and the Great Lakes Greenbook, a citi-
zen’s action agenda for Great Lakes restoration.  These documents were
used to brief policymakers on a range of Great Lakes issues and make rec-
ommendations for legislation and programs in restoration.

ACTION IN QUEBEC

Union Saint-Laurent, Grand Lacs Persists in the Fight Against
Aquatic Invasive Species

Union Saint-Laurent, Grand Lacs (USGL), the Québec arm of Great
Lakes United, has been in collaboration with Nature Action Québec to
develop an awareness campaign around invasive plants.  Targeting plant
producers, gardening centres, amateur and professional gardeners, and
environmental organizations, the project seeks to educate people about the
dangers of the ornamental use of invasive species.  A pamphlet and series
of information sheets target eight plants:  water chestnut,  Eurasian water-
milfoil, European frogbite, flowering rush, purple loosestrife, reed canary-
grass, common reed, and Japanese knotweed.  In 2006, 25 talks and 15 arti-
cles in the popular press are planned.  The project is sponsored by Hydro-
Québec Foundation, Fonds d'action québécois pour le développement
durable, EJLB Foundation, and Programme de partenariat pour les
espèces exotiques envahissantes.

River to River Expands Into Mali

The River to River project grew to support two new villages in Niger,
and expanded into Mali where it serves ten villages.  The expansion in
Mali was made possible with the support of the Léger Foundation.  The
River to River project serves 17 villages and over 30 000 people, clearing the
invasive water hyacinth and giant salvinia from the Niger River where they
strangle fragile, life-sustaining, waterways and breed disease.  The plants
are composted for use in agriculture, turned into briquettes or used in
handicrafts.

Second Video Demonstrates Success of Project

Building on the success of their self-titled documentary, River to River
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was on location shooting a second film throughout late February and early
March.  Filming was later completed in North America in January of 2006,
and the film, Gatan Gatan, is set for release in late May of 2006.  The video
demonstrates the successes of the project, and will be a key component of
future fundraising and awareness raising campaigns.  It will also be a use-
ful tool for organizations looking to start projects similar to River to River.

River to River Works toward Elimination of POP in Mali

A screenplay was developed and filming began in 2005 on a video
about persistent organic pollutants (POPs) and their effects on the envi-
ronment and people of Mali.  The video is being produced as a tool to bet-
ter promote the use of organic agriculture and the elimination of pesti-
cides.

Introspection Enhances Capacity of River to River

Throughout 2005 the River to River project proceeded to develop a
revised, robust, and clearer strategic plan.  The results are a management
structure better suited to the unique challenges of international environ-
mental and social development.  The goals of River to River were rearticu-
lated and better defined, and bylaws were revised to create the frame in
which these goals would be achieved.  Ultimately, this restructuring places
River to River in a position to more effectively serve the people of Niger
and Mali.

With New Assistance, GLU Increases Productivity in Niger and
Mali  

GLU is excited to have begun work with Benoît Courteau of Eco
Industrielle.  Mr. Courteau is a biologist and entrepreneur who introduced
a new harvesting tool and is assisting to better streamline briquette pro-
duction.  With him, GLU studied the viability of profit-generating activi-
ties in the project villages, bringing much needed income to poverty-strick-
en populations.  Initial results are promising, and full implementation will
begin in 2006.

AQUATIC INVASIVE SPECIES (AIS)

GLU Co-Founds National AIS Coalition in the US

GLU was a founding member of the National Environmental
Coalition on Invasive Species (NECIS) and is considered the coalition’s
ballast water expert.  Regularly participating in strategy sessions with
NECIS members, NECIS and GLU provided detailed advice to federal
leaders in their efforts to navigate the various federal approaches proposed
to control aquatic invasive species in the United States.  Specifically, the
National Aquatic Invasive Species Act (NAISA) came under opposition in
Congress with the introduction of the competing Ballast Water
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Management Act (BWMA).  GLU has shown strong, continual, support
for the passage of any effective piece of comprehensive invasive species leg-
islation.  The BWMA, however, is not comprehensive and presents danger-
ous challenges to the effective regulation of invasive species.  2005 saw
efforts by the Environment and Public Works Committee to “meld” the
best provisions from NAISA and BWMA.

The Leading NGO on AIS  in the Great Lakes Region

GLU continued to be the only NGO in the basin with staff working
on coordinating federal efforts with work at the local level on AIS preven-
tion and control.  This makes GLU a primary resource for coalition mem-
bers seeking robust advice and timely and accurate information to expand
their own knowledge.  Throughout 2005, GLU circulated briefings and
articles to allies and members, including the Great Lakes Aquatic Habitat
Network and Fund (GLAHNF), Michigan Public Interest Research
Group, Michigan United Conservation Clubs, League of Women Voters,
and the Georgian Bay Association.  In addition, we presented at the IJC’s
2005 Great Lakes Conference and biennial meeting in a workshop enti-
tled, “Halting the Introduction of Alien Aquatic Species”.

Successful Media Coverage on Invasives

With the support of its partners, GLU undertook a comprehensive and
successful media campaign to stop the introduction of aquatic invasives.  A
release timed with the annual re-opening of the St. Lawrence Seaway in
the spring explained the dangers of unregulated ocean-going vessels.  The
story was reported by the Associated Press and prompted coverage far
beyond the Great Lakes basin.  Newspapers picking up the story included
the Washington Post, Anchorage Daily News, and Las Vegas Sun.

CLEAN PRODUCTION AND TOXICS

Participation in IJC Initial Consultation

The IJC launched a series of public meetings in 2005, seeking the
public’s input in preparation for the 2006 review of the Great Lakes Water
Quality Agreement.  Recognizing the importance of this venue as a means
of empowering individuals and organizations, GLU’s efforts contributed
to the participation of over 1,000 Great Lakes citizens.  This was an impor-
tant step toward ensuring the Great Lakes community remains central to
the shaping of the Agreement.  In addition to rallying interest in the con-
sultation, GLU also testified to the IJC, garnering coverage in the Rochester
Democrat and Chronicle.

Building Support for Green Chemistry

Throughout 2005 GLU played an important role in facilitating the
discussion of eliminating toxins from the Great Lakes.  Staff helped to

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organize, and participated in, a meeting of NGOs from across the Great
Lakes basin to identify critical actions to address toxins in the Great Lakes.
Part of the purpose of this was to raise awareness of clean production
strategies and green chemistry and to educate the public and decision
makers on the benefits of this approach.  The result is a solid foundation
from which to address the Binational Toxic Strategy in 2006.

Presentation on Emerging Chemicals in the Great Lakes

In October GLU presented an overview of emerging chemical threats
to the Great Lakes Region at a two-day EPA Region 2 Science Day
focussed on strategies to address brominated flame retardants, personal
care products, and pharmaceuticals. GLU presented on the importance of
a binational approach to reducing the input of pollutants into drinking
water, air, and land by advancing long term sustainability strategies.  These
include clean production and green chemistry as well as enhancing ongo-
ing toxin use-reduction strategies such as the Great Lakes Binational
Toxics Strategy.

Stimulating the Broader ENGO Community

Acting on the recognition that wider participation in the Binantional
Toxics Strategy (BTS) is critical to address known and emerging sub-
stances within the Great Lakes ecosystem, GLU has been actively stimu-
lating communication within the broader ENGO community.  For this,
GLU co-hosted a conference of ENGOs, focussing on the importance of
the Great Lakes Water Quality Agreement (GLWQA).  GLU is continuing
to work to further demonstrate the relationship between individual state
laws, federal statutes, the GLWQA, and the results forwarded by the PBTs
Working Group of the EPA Collaborative.

Rebutting Redefining ‘Toxic’

As an official delegate to Environment Canada’s Advisory Committee
for the Review of the Canadian Environmental Protection Act – Canada’s
cornerstone toxics legislation – GLU successfully garnered national media
attention by co-authoring an editorial in the Globe and Mail.  With eight
leading Canadian members, GLU publicly opposed the proposal to rede-
fine ‘toxic’ in Canadian law.  If it were adopted, this change would ulti-
mately weaken the Canadian Environmental Protection Act (CEPA).

GREAT LAKES NAVIGATION

Transforming the Great Lakes Navigation System

GLU is a leader in coordinating public opposition against the expan-
sion of the Great Lakes Navigation – St. Lawrence Seaway system.
Following persistent efforts, the Candian St. Lawrence Seaway
Management Corporation finally confirmed that “physical expansion will
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not occur in this generation.”  However, we continue to be concerned
about the length of time the Great Lakes-St. Lawrence Seaway Study
(GLSLSS) has taken, having been extended in 2004 from 30-months to
42-months, and again in 2005 by another 12-months.  The GLSLSS is
beginning to appear as a tax money blackhole, attracting funds but return-
ing few results.  To move towards a sustainable commercial navigation sys-
tem, GLU coordinated communication and strategy development in the
United States and Canada to influence the completion and public review
of the GLSLSS.  We also promoted alternative ideas for sustainable com-
mercial navigation development within the environmental community
and beyond. There has been considerable success in the promotion of
alternative ideas for sustainable commercial navigation, particularly trans-
shipment or cargo transfer, that would eliminate ship mediated introduc-
tion of invasive species into the Great Lakes.
